Study Hints:
#1 Do Homework:  The best way to do well is to work problems, as many as you possibly can.  The assigned homework problems posted on the course web page represent the basic minimum, but try to do as many as you possibly can from the textbook. You can use the Study Guide that accompanies the McMurray textbook to verify your answers. If you cannot answer the question or reach a wrong answer at your first try, read and understand the correct answer from the Study Guide, then mark the question and move on. But, remember to revisit the question later, especially before the exam, so that you may assure yourself that you can do it correctly when you see it again. The homework will not be collected and graded.

Other useful suggestions:

	1.
	Organic chemistry in many ways resembles a new language for you, and you cannot avoid a fair amount of memorizing (vocabulary).

	2.
	To do well, you have to do a lot of writing--write formulas, write equations, so that you can write complex structures quickly. You cannot learn organic chemistry just by reading about it.

	3.
	In addition to the assigned homework problems, you may consult other on-line study aids and/or chemistry texts in the library for additional problems.

	4.
	Regular attendance at lectures and recitations will help you do well.

	5.
	Organic chemistry is a cumulative subject. If you get behind at the beginning, you will get lost, because every new topic depends on what went before it. So keep up to date; don't get behind.

	6.
	Plan on a minimum of 10 hours/week for study outside of class.
